Family Pass-$120 includes 2 adults and students Pre-K-8th grade only (Students admitted with a Parent Only on this pass)


Adult Pass-$60-includes all events for the year for one adult

Student Pass-$35 good for all regular season events for the school year for 9-12th grade Heritage Students.  
Students must have their pass put on their student ID. (This is not included as a part of the Athletic Registration Fee)
Passes are only good for HOME athletic regular season events ONLY.  They do not include SVL or MHSAA Tournaments hosted by Heritage High School.  They may be picked up at the HHS Athletic Office between 7:30 & 3:00 PM beginning Monday, August 15.
